Booster funding is intended as seed money for new ideas or temporary support for an immediate need that cannot be fulfilled via the school district.

Q. Who will be reviewing the proposals and making the decisions and how large are your grants?

       A.
The Allocation Committee is made up of FABG officers and committee volunteers.  Grants tend to be modest, 
 and range from as low as $50 to $500.   FABG awards about $4,000 each round, for a total of $8,000 typically.
Q.  Who is a teacher coordinator?

       A.   The teacher coordinator is expected to act as project spokesperson, be responsible for the accounting of funds spent, assure that a final report on the results of the project is submitted, and the contact person for the Grant Review Committee. 

Q.  What should be included in the project description? 

       A.  Look at the review criteria and then address the goals of the project – what you hope to accomplish, the description of specific activities and student outcomes.
Q. What does it mean if all or part of a grant is BOCES Aidable?

      A. The BOCES Arts in Education programs provides funding for approved services that include dance, music, theatre, visual and media arts, and writing and literary arts, the environment and science. This funding comes from FABG/IPEI/ICSD and is passed on to BOCES, which then pays for those services. The following year, ICSD is reimbursed by New York State for a percentage of the costs. Using this BOCES program generates additional aid to the Ithaca District General Fund, the following year.

Q.  When are we notified of the awards?

      A.  Applicants are notified in late November/early December for the October deadline and then in March for the February  
     deadline.

Q.  What does in-kind mean?  What about artists fees?
      A.  In-kind refers to contributed help and time rather than paid.  FABG supports reasonable payment for artists.  Artists and
     applicants negotiate their own financial arrangements, but the boosters suggest that schools provide at least a minimum of $35/hr. 
     The artist time may take into consideration time with students, planning time, and preparation time.
